Front & Centre: Arts Leadership Program for Women with Disability
About Front & Centre

Produced by Accessible Arts with support from the Department of the Prime Minister
and Cabinet’s Office for Women, Front & Centre is a professional development
program for women with disability working in the arts, creative and cultural sectors
across NSW, the ACT and VIC. The participation of women from Victoria is
supported by Arts Access Victoria.

Up to 12 applicants will be selected to participate in a 10-month career coaching and
professional leadership development program.

The program aims to increase representation of women with disability in leadership
roles, and improve their experiences by:

e individual empowerment through a year-long career and leadership
development program and

e changing the environment through introductions and connections to
decision-makers and influencers, and advocacy around the issue of
representation by people living with disability.

Outcomes of the program will include:
e increased and intersectional diversity in arts, creative and cultural leadership
e career development — changes in career aspirations and strategic actions taken
e advocacy — introductions, speaking engagements, publications
e connections — network of leaders and influencers supporting the program

e representation — participants will be encouraged to take active steps towards
further leadership development. Program

e Online group sessions throughout 2022, including onboarding information
sessions and workshops, and webinars on topics including self-expression,
service, community, self-care, and financial literacy.

e 8 individual (50 minute) career and leadership coaching sessions via Zoom with
accredited specialist arts and creative leadership coach Judith Bowtell of
Albany Lane Consulting (www.albanylane.com.au). Access to Albany Lane’s
Learning Lab, including the online Career Development program’s
self- assessment tools and values and skills matrix.

e Access to Front & Centre Facebook group and alumni, and support from the
Accessible Arts team.

e Graduation event in Sydney in November 2022 (pending Public Health
orders).

Please note: full participation in all group and coaching sessions is a requirement of
the program.

Eligibility
Front & Centre is open to women with disability or who are d/Deaf, or who have a
chronic illness or mental health condition, and are living in NSW, the ACT or VIC.

(Please note: We hope to be able to include women in other states and territories in
2023 and 2024.)

Selection Criteria
Selection will be based on the following criteria:

¢ Commitment to own development as an artist, creative, arts or cultural worker

e Community an involvement in activities outside of own creative practise or
organisation

e Awareness of issues affecting the arts sector in NSW/VIC and Australia

e Coach-ability and willingness to take feedback and self-reflect, and openness
to external challenges

e Diversity an understanding of the importance of diversity in sustainability of
arts culture, barriers to representation and one’s own place within the arts and
cultural sector.

Applicants will be asked to outline an idea for a small project that you would like to
undertake throughout 2022, that will demonstrate your leadership potential. You will
have further opportunities to change or refine this project throughout the Front &
Centre program.

Your project outline should include:
- How will you be able to express yourself as a leader through the project?
- What group or community will it benefit, serve, or support?

- What will be the impact or legacy of the project in that group or community?
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It is important to note that you may or may not complete the project during the Front
& Centre program. The size, scale and even the completion of your project is NOT
essential to you, as a developing leader, getting the benefits of the program.

Accessible Arts will not be providing resources or funding for any of the projects
during the Front & Centre program.
